1. I am here to present the results of the Student Voice Survey. Colorado State law. 13% of college-aged women will be stalked in their college careers. It has been provided by the FBI that less than 2% of rapes that are reported are untrue, or made up. I meet once a month with various members of the administration, including the police, the director of Conduct Services, and Student Legal Services. A common theme of not reporting sexual assault, or rape is that not many people know where, or who to report to. Over 50% of college-aged women know the person. Another reason as to why people don’t report, is victim blame (i.e. I was at a party, and I was raped…Well, then you shouldn’t have been at the party.) 46.15% of perpetrators will not spend a day in jail. Now, moving to qualitative data, or quotes from survivors. Not knowing resources, such as finding out if the victim is in the same classes as the perpetrator.
a. Weiner: How does the FBI find that 98% of victims are true.
