i. Resolution #4004: Brought to Floor by assistant director Safady. 
Presentation by Justin Safady: This would seriously impact higher education funding if these propositions pass. Basically 92% of all state funds would go k-12 funding, resulting the privatization 
1. Questions: 
a. Whitley: you seem to assume that these bills will ensure there will be higher education funding?
i. That is not what I assume at all, I just think that that with these bills it ensures that there won’t be. 
2. Discussion: 
a. Senator Weiner: I ask unanimous consent to send to committee of the speaker’s choice. 
i. Objected: Senator Anderson: we do not want to add anything to this resolution; we need to keep it brief for a reason. 
ii. Moved to be put on emergency status. Passes. 
b. Schulz: please support this; we call at the ASC the death of higher education. 
c. Kupka: I am not sure emergency status is necessary just because we have until November 2nd and I am not sure of anything that is in it. 
d. Whitley: it seems like this is really just coming up quickly and we might not know exactly what is in this bill. I know that there are lies from corporate in this, and so if you actually go look this up you might be in support of it now. This is a tax on the students if you oppose this.
e. Safady: we are not trying to ram this through, but nov. 2nd is not that far away. We are trying to oppose something that will rid higher ed. Of funding. 3.7 billion dollars will be going to everything else, with these it will become only 38 million. 
f. Keegan 550 million going to higher ed. And worse case scenario, of colleges not being funded will be the 400 million dollar mark. And next year we are projected to get 375 million. 
g. Jackson: we are here representing students, not our own political agenda.
h. Anderson: what makes me think voting no on these are a good idea because we are right in the middle of a recession. And it is hard to change taxes during the middle of a recession. Then cooper brings out a chart of the Laffer curve. I urge you to vote no. 
i. Eckherdt: if these pass these will cut higher ed. Funding. But the reality of it is, that if they don’t pass then we will have time to fight for higher education funding. This is dangerous policy. No matter what side of the political aisle you are on, this is not good for students. 
j.  Whitley: everyone keeps talking about catastrophic events that will happen right away, but most of these actually have a 10 year phasing in. its ridiculous. Supply and demand. 
k. Wolfe: I know that a lot of people in my college would not be able to pay for college if this goes through. I know I transferred for that reason. So if you can sleep on that at night taking away college for many than by all means vote no. 
l. Safady: supply and demand just doesn’t work for College, just because some people do not come means that they will lower the price. 
m. Strauch: explains how the money is distributed in the tax system, and where it goes. And why it is important that we vote no. see him for more info on what he said. 
n. Eckerdt: these are not alarmist’s games we are discussing here. We have read and we do understand this bill. These are ligament facts. 
o. Jackson: CSU is not comparable to supply and demand. Previous question.
