· UFFAB Washington School Proposal
· Speaker: Tam Lablunt
· Department: 
· Content: We are coming to the board to ask your approval for the purchase of Washington School. For human and family studies for the early childhood center. UFFAB has already approved this process. We would like you approval to purchase this. CSU parents will have first access to this new center. A couple of things are we met with the city today and there are some bounds with working with the cities codes. This is an already built building which greatly reduces the cost. HFS trains students to work throughout the human process, but most of our students like to learn about children. So this would be an opportunity for many of our students the ability to train the students how to be teachers and early childhood caretakers. We are extremely cramped in space so there is no room to really expand. The very real necessity is that the students need the training with these younger children. The number one thing we hear from CSU students is more child care. This helps the students as well as student parents and faculty parents. The care that is provided in this center is amazing because there are many students and very small amounts of children. This project would greatly help students. We have students studying with children from many different majors. We can move into 18000 square feet which would greatly help the majors expand to help even more students. First and foremost we salve a day care issue on campus. Parents come to us often looking for cheep affordable child care. We will move from 2 class rooms to 6 classrooms during the first part of this process. This drastically helps the amount of childcare in the campus. We can accommodate drop in care. For an investment only 2 blocks from campus and a beautiful old historic building. Located just on shield and it is a beautiful brick building on a great location. Our program process includes business associated to help us make a program to make it easier for us to figure out our parameters

· A: Yes the students need to do practicum or internships that allow them to work with younger students. We do have a licensure program as well.

Then we take the numbers and develop the tuition. We are not estimating any growth nor drop off for next year. We are monitoring it, but we are not sure. What happens if we include this is that you’re in the middle of the year waiting for that to start. We will pick up that new enrolment the following year. If our enrolment falls off then that creates risk in the university. That is the application that we are giving to these directors. We will talk about this again on Saturday. What we are going to have to look at is the cousin at the end of the year is going to be extremely important.
